There are no examinations required to successfully pass this program, however your skills will be
measured through practical exercises. Through the course, you will learn lifesaving skills that will
assist your family and our community during the first critical hours after a disaster. At the conclusion
of the program, students will receive a certificate and become a member of the Pompano Beach
Community Emergency Response Team. Participant enthusiasm continues through service with our

many on-going volunteer opportunities.
