City Ordinance section 155.015 provides for a zoning review fee for any permit application which requires more
than two (2) reviews by the Zoning Department. The fee is $100.00 br the third and all subsequent zoning
reviews.

SINGLE FAMILY PLAN REVIEW COMMENTS

Indicate that all landscaping material will be Florida number 1 grade or better.

Provide note indicating that a fully automatic underground irrigation system with a rain sensor shut off device

will be provided.

lllustrate that the Irrigation system will provide 100% coverage with a 50% overlap for all landscaping areas,

including the swale area.

lllustrate grass or sod in all open areas, including the swale area.

lllustrate canopy trees (trees only) in the swale area. Trees to be a minimum ten (10) feet high with a

two (2) inch caliper.* Where overhead wires exist, provide FPL approved under story trees.

lllustrate a minimum of trees and/or palms on the property. Canopy trees to be a minimum of
feet tall. PalIms must be a minimum of feet tall with feet of clear trunk.*

Identify species, quantity and size of all landscape material on the plans. Landscaping material to be

approved by the City prior to planting.

lllustrate a minimum of shrubs on the property. Shrubs to be a minimum of twenty-four (24) inches

high.*

Note two (2) inches of mulch will be provided around all shrubs and trees.

Note all mechanical equipment to be screened on three (3) sides with a hedge, solid fence or wall. Height of

screening to be a minimum of six (6) inches above the item being screened.

lllustrate all ground mounted equipment on the site plan and on the landscape plan. Must show setbacks from

property line(s) for all equipment.

Landscape plans to include a notation that no trees will be removed or relocated. If there are tree(s) being

removed or relocated a tree removal permit must be obtained before any tree is removed.

Show tree protection barricade details for all trees to remain on site. Barricades to be placed at drip line

before and during all construction activities.

For property located on a waterway, the landscape plan must specifically illustrate the name and size of the

landscape material to be placed in the required canal sight visibility triangle.

Prior to planting any landscaping material it will be necessary to verify all existing utility easements and utility

lines. Contact the City’s Zoning Division at ( ) if the proposed location would interfere with

any utility service.

Exterior lighting cannot generate more than one (1) foot candle of light at any property line. A notation on

plans covering this requirement will be sufficient.

All exterior light sources must be recessed within the structure or fixture in which it is located. A notation on

plans covering this requirement will be sufficient.

Any light source visible from the beach must comply with the provisions of section 155.139, “Lighting

Requirements for Marine Turtle Protection”. A Notation on plans covering this requirement will be sufficient.

Applicant must check the computer printout supplied by the Building Division for other comments that are

specific for this permit application.

Applicant will be required to submit three (3) sets of revised plans.

Any and all changes made to the original plans must be, identified by clouding or the resubmitted plans will

be rejected and returned AND will be counted as a zoning review.

*Existing landscape material may be used to satisfy some of the landscaping requirements provided sufficient
documentation is submitted to the Zoning Department which verifies the existing material meets the minimum
code requirements.
